








In its 28-year history, the Washington State Housing
Finance Commission has enabled Washington resi-
dents in every county—43,909 statewide—to achieve
the American Dream. The Commission offers
below-market-rate mortgages to first-time home-

buyers through House Key State Bond, its primary

first mortgage program, and has provided downpay-
ment and/or closing-cost assistance through 14 addi-
tional programs, including House Key Plus Seattle,
House Key Rural, and HomeChoice, a program for
homebuyers with disabilities. The Commission leads

the nation in HomeChoice loans.

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Since 2008, our Beginning Farmer/Rancher Program
has helped support Washington State’s vital agricul-
tural economy by offering a hand up to people who
want to make a living from the land but find the
cost of entry prohibitive. Developed in partnership
with Northwest Farm Credit Services, the program

provides low-interest loans for land and agricultural

buildings and equipment. To date, more than $4.6
million has been loaned through the program. Loans
have been used to develop ranches, organic farms,
vineyards, and more. Loans through the program
are available up to a maximum amount of $477,000.
They may be combined with other loans, grants, and

other funding to help finance larger projects.
