Therecaptureis
accomplished by an increase in your federal income tax for the year in which you sell your home.
The recapture only applies, however, if you sell your home at a gain and if your income increases
above specified levels.

Y ou may wish to consult atax advisor or the local office of the Internal Revenue Service at the
time you sall your home to determine the amount, if any, of the recapture tax. Within the next 90
days, you will be given additional information that will be needed to calculate the recapture tax.
